Although they play an important part in the OCP implementation, these measures are not included
because they do not have a discrete start or end point. Rather, they are support tools to be employed
as needed to advance the goals in the Plan. For example, the list of "support tools" includes "Zoning"
and "Engineering Standards", which are updated as needed.

The Sustainability Action Plan is a living document. It identifies a five year workplan to help the
community achieve the long term goals and objectives of the OCP.

Note: This is an interim report that tracks progress toward Sustainability Plan goals. Following the next

update of the Official Community Plan this report will need to be updated with new implementation
measures.
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Implementation Measures
